- Targeting Cookies: These cookies record your visit to our website, including
pages viewed and links followed. This helps us tailor our website and the ads
displayed to match your interests. We may share this information with third
parties for the same purpose.

Examples of Cookies We Use

Some of the cookies we use include:

- platform: Identifies the platform to estimate audience size and usage.

- init_url: Tracks initial URLs to better understand user navigation.

- device_id: Generates unique IDs for analytics.

- disable-footer-fixed-warning: Hides footer warnings for a better user
experience.

- lang & pll_language: Stores your language preferences.

- chatButtons: Tracks the state of chat features for support interactions.

- aff, afftrack, aff_params: Used for affiliate tracking to help us evaluate traffic
sources and promotional materials.
